Summary

Possible, but not likely, adverse impact to UHEAA's bonding 

capacity.

Addresses local government regulation of expressive activity

Enacts language related to disciplinary proceedings in an 

institution of higher education

Creates a pilot grant program for education programs for 

individuals in the justice system

Requires higher education institutions to review policies and 

file administrtative rules for those that pertain to civil rights.

Moves selection of presidents from Regents to Trustees.

Encouragment of state institutions of higher ed to defend the 

civil liberties of students and create an avenue by which a 

student may appeal a school policy

Bill limiting how institutions regulate campus-sanctioned 

clubs.

One of several provisions is to require K-12 entities to share 

high school directory information with higher education.

Requires annual notifcation to college students who known 

to have a federal loan, with estimated monthly payment and 

payoff amount.

Resolution adopted by the Administrative Rules Committee 

affirming the civil rights of college students.

Loan forgiveness program for those employed in high 

demand fields, modeled after TH Bell program for 

educators.

Likely to be only an appropriations request, to include funds 

to do a course-equivelancy system and funds to stand up 

gen ed courses (USU and SLCC).
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
